-ESPECIAL ENVY was vetted after the race, REPORTED TO BE INJURED AND WAS STOOD DOWN FOR 60 DAYS. 

Stewards questioned Trainer Mr. C Knott in relation to the racing manners of ESPECIALLY EAGER shortly after the start. Stewards noted Mr. 

Knott’s explanation and advised that future performances would be monitored. 

-MISS CLASSIQUE was vetted after an incident in the catching area, REPORTED TO BE INJURED AND WAS HUMANELY EUTHANASED. 

 

Race 2 G-SIX METAL WORX JUVENILE STAKE  400m Juvenile 
 

-Shortly after the start CRYER’S SPRING moved down checking BEAT MAX BAZZA and PERSEVERANCE. Along the back straight ELLE LIMES 

and VOSSY bumped causing ELLE LIMES to lose ground. 

-ELLE LIMES was vetted after the race, REPORTED TO BE INJURED AND WAS STOOD DOWN FOR 5 DAYS. 

 

Race 3 G-SIX TRACKSIDE MEATS MIXED  STAKE  512m M/6 
 

-FABS YOU GO began awkwardly and lost several lengths the start. On the first turn OSCAR THE SCOUT and SPOOKY VISITOR bumped. On

check BALANCE which lost considerable ground as a result.
